INFORMATION FOR STUDENTS AND PARENTS

Edge High School provides a self-paced, individualized curriculum for high school students.  Most academic work is done independently, and individual tutoring is always available.  Students complete credits using a variety of resources including textbooks, course packets, videos, CD-ROM software, and the Internet.  In addition, Edge offers computerized instruction (APEX) as an alternative to some textbook-based courses.  A few electives, such as US Civics, Physical and Cultural Geography, and Music Appreciation, are also offered online through APEX.  All curriculum is aligned to the Arizona State Standards.

New students are given the Tests of Adult Basic Education (TABE) to assess their skills in the areas of Reading, Math and Language.  If the student tests below 9th grade level on any part of the TABE assessment, he or she will be placed in an appropriate Basic Skills course.  Edge has a strong Basic Skills program to help students address any academic deficiencies. The case manager and/or teacher use the results of the TABE and the transcript evaluation to design a personalized schedule of courses for the student.  Students usually take two academic courses and one (or more) electives at a time.  A suggested sequence of courses can be found in the Appendix.

To graduate from Edge, a student must complete 20 high school credits.  In addition, graduating students are required to pass the state-mandated AIMS tests in Reading, Writing and Mathematics.  To facilitate success in this area, Edge offers direct instruction classes to prepare students for AIMS.  Because Edge High School is accredited by the North Central Association (NCA), all credits earned at Edge are transferable to other high schools.  Credit requirements for graduation can be found in the Appendix and also in the Course List with each subject heading.

Special programs offered at Edge High School include:

College Bridge Program
Eligible students may take courses at Pima College or CLEP tests at the University of Arizona as available funding permits.  Edge pays for tuition and required textbooks. Students may only take Pima classes and CLEP tests that provide them with credits needed for high school graduation.  Refer to the Appendix for the equivalence of college credit and Edge credit.

English Language Development (ELD)
Students who do not test proficient on the AZELLA test are required to take specially designed courses in English.  These Structured English Immersion (SEI) courses have conversational English and academic vocabulary, English grammar, English reading, and English writing.  Successive courses present increasingly advanced practice in skills focused on students’ needs and interests.  SEI Math courses focus on the special use of English in mathematics.  SEI Typing courses focus on language skills, including spelling, punctuation, and decoding.

Freshman Academy
This first-period program at Himmel Park campus is aimed at easing the transition between middle and high school in order to develop student success.  With a combination of character building, study skills and life skills, students are encouraged to confidently accept the challenges they face as freshmen.  A different course is taught each quarter:  Language Standards (grammar and writing), Possibilities English (literature and discussion), Lifestyle Math (consumer math), and Career Choices (vocational options.)  

Gifted Program

Edge offers a variety of special services to students identified as gifted.  Available services include independent study courses, accelerated pacing, mentoring and the College Bridge Program.  Gifted testing is offered three times each year.

Six-traits Instruction
Six-traits instruction introduces the six standards that will be used to grade all of the student’s writing assignments while at Edge.  Writing practice using the six traits also prepares students for the Writing portion of the AIMS test.  

Special Services 

Edge provides individual education plans for students who have limited English proficiency (ILLP), qualify for Special Education (IEP) or Gifted programming, or accommodations under section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (504 Accommodation Plan).  For information about Special Education and Modified courses, please contact the Special Needs Coordinator at the Edge administrative office (881-1389).

Student Service Learning (SSL)
SSL activities provide opportunities for students to volunteer in the larger community.  These activities promote civic responsibility and allow students to experience the rewards of service to others.  Students may earn core and/or elective credit by participating in SSL, up to a maximum of 2 credits.

Vocational Experience

Students who are employed may earn up to one high school credit, core and/or elective in 0.25 credit increments.  Working students must provide documentation of their hours, and their work schedules must not conflict with the hours they are in school.

HIGH SCHOOL ENGLISH
Each of the following courses has two components: Literature (reading literature and understanding literary elements); Writing (paragraphs and essays focused on interpreting and analyzing literature; formal research paper.)  Successive courses use increasingly complex literature and require greater depth of analysis.  Differences in content are listed below.

English 1A (E016) 0.5 credit. (Freshman English, 1st semester)

Models skills for reading fiction, non-fiction, poetry and drama; introduces literary terms.  Writing skills include proper paragraph construction and themed writing practice.

HIGH SCHOOL MATH
Algebra Concepts 1A (M060) 0.5 credit.

Main topics: patterns, order of operations, linear equations, variables and expressions, integers, absolute value, formulas, data and graphs, number theory, exponents, scientific notation, rational numbers, percents.

Algebra Concepts 1B (M061) 0.5 credit.

Main topics: proportion, percent and probability, real numbers, pythagorean theorem, geometric concepts, congruence, similarity, transformations, circumference, surface area and volume, linear equations and inequalities, polynomials.

Algebra 1A (M016) 0.5 credit.

Prerequisite: Algebra Concepts 1A and 1B
Main topics: variables and expressions, properties, formulas, integers, rational numbers, equations, inequalities, exponents, polynomials, factoring, coordinate plane graphing, similar right triangles, trigonometric ratios.

Algebra 1B (M017) 0.5 credit.

Main topics: systems of equations, inequalities and absolute value, rational expressions and equations, radical expressions and equations, relations and functions, quadratic equations, probability and statistics.

2 Core Credits Required

HIGH SCHOOL SCIENCE

(All of the following are lab courses)

General Science 1A (S025) 0.5 credit.

Intended for students with little or no science background.  Introduces basic science practice and theory including the scientific method, metric system, laboratory tools, and atomic theory; focuses on major concepts and terminology in the Life Sciences.

General Science 1B (S026) 0.5 credit.

Intended for students with little or no science background.  Introduces major concepts and basic terminology in the Physical and Earth Sciences.

Biology 1A (S014) 0.5 credit.

Prerequisite: General Science 1A or an equivalent introductory course.
In-depth study of cell structure and function, the cellular processes of respiration and photosynthesis, cell division and genetics.

Biology 1B (S034) 0.5 credit.

Basic organic chemistry; biological evolution; ecological topics including population growth, climate, ecosystems and biomes.

Botany 1A (S024) 0.5 credit.

Prerequisite: General Science 1A or an equivalent introductory course.  

In-depth study of plants including: classification, evolution and life cycles within the plant kingdom; structure, function and growth of seed plants; gardening, propagation and identification techniques.

Earth Science 1A (S016) 0.5 credit.

Prerequisite: General Science 1B or an equivalent introductory course.
Review of measurement and the scientific method; main topics include: astronomy; structure and composition of the Earth; elements, rocks and minerals; plate tectonics; weathering and erosion.

Earth Science 1B (S017) 0.5 credit.

Main topics: energy (forms, conversions and relationship to matter); astronomy; Earth’s history and the evolution of life on Earth; Earth’s waters (fresh, salt and groundwater.)

Human Anatomy (S035) 0.5 credit.

Prerequisite: Biology 1A.

In-depth study of the systems of the human body, including anatomy and physiology.

WORLD HISTORY/ GEOGRAPHY: 
1 Core Credit Required

World History/ Geography 1A (W003) 0.5 credit.

World history including geography;  chronological account from pre-historic civilizations through the French Revolution.

World History/ Geography 1B (W004) 0.5 credit.

World history including geography; chronological account from the 19th century to the present.

World History 1A (APEX) (H017) 0.5 credit.

Online curriculum; chronological account from pre-historic civilizations to the Scientific Revolution.

World History 1B (APEX) (H018) 0.5 credit.

Online curriculum; chronological account from Britain’s Industrial Revolution to the present.

World History/ Geography 1A (M) (W007) 0.5 credit.

Modified curriculum that substitutes for W003 or H017 if student qualifies under an IEP.

World History/ Geography 1B (M) (W008) 0.5 credit.

Modified curriculum that substitutes for W004 or H018 if student qualifies under an IEP.

US HISTORY:

1 Core Credit Required

US History 1A (H007) 0.5 credit.

History of the United States from pre-Columbian civilization to the Civil War.

US History 1B (H008) 0.5 credit.

History of the United States from Reconstruction to the present.

US History 1A (APEX) (H019) 0.5 credit.

Online curriculum; history of the United States from Columbus’s arrival to the end of the 19th century.

US History 1B (APEX) (H020) 0.5 credit.

Online curriculum; history of the United States from end of the 19th century to present.

US History 1A (M) (H011) 0.5 credit.

Modified curriculum that substitutes for H007 or H019 if student qualifies under an IEP.

US History 1B (M) (H012) 0.5 credit.

Modified curriculum that substitutes for H008 or H020 if student qualifies under an IEP.

US/AZ GOVERNMENT:

0.5 Core Credit Required

US/AZ Government  (G017) 0.5 credit.

Focuses on principles and origins of United States government, civil liberties, citizenship, the legislative, executive and judicial branches of the federal government, and state and local government; includes AZ government packet.

Note:  US/AZ Government 1B (G005) may be assigned to students who previously took US/AZ Government 1A  It may be used only during the 2008/09 school year as a substitute for the new, required Economics course. 

US/AZ Government  (APEX) (G016) 0.5 credit.

Online curriculum; focuses on principles and origins of United States government, the US Constitution, the Legislative, Executive and Judicial branches of the federal government, and political beliefs and behaviors; includes AZ government packet.

Note:  US Government 1B (APEX) (G013) may be assigned to students who previously took US Government 1A (APEX).  It may be used only during the 2008/09 school year as a substitute for the new, required Economics course.

US/AZ Government 1A (M) (G008) 0.5 credit.

Modified curriculum that substitutes for US/AZ Government 1A (G004) if student qualifies under an IEP.

US/AZ Government 1B (M) (G009) 0.5 credit.

Modified curriculum that substitutes for US/AZ Government 1B (G005) if student qualifies under an IEP.

ECONOMICS: 

0.5 Core Credit Required

Economics (G015) 0.5 credit.

Comprehensive introduction to Economics: how markets work; money, banking and finance; measuring economic performance, government and the economy; global economy; personal finance.

Economics (APEX) (G014) 0.5 credit.

Online curriculum that covers the same topics as the textbook.

Note: This course may also be taken for elective credit. See SOCIAL STUDIES ELECTIVES, p. 12.
DRIVER EDUCATION:
0.25 Core Credit Required

Driver Education (D001) 0.25 credit.

All aspects of driver education including driver responsibilities, vehicle controls, basic driving maneuvers, traffic laws, driving strategies and safety concerns.  Students may also prepare for the Arizona written driver test. (No “behind the wheel” driving component.)

Driver Education (M) (D002) 0.25 credit.

Modified curriculum that substitutes for D001 if student qualifies under an IEP.

HEALTH: 

0.25 Core Credit Required
Health (T001) 0.25 credit.

In-depth study of three major teen risk behaviors: smoking, alcohol and drug use.  Other topics include human growth and development, nutrition, diseases (communicable versus noncommunicable), safety, first aid, and environmental hazards.

Note: A Health course is also available for elective credit. See HEALTH ELECTIVE, p.13.

Health (M) (T013) 0.25 credit.

Modified curriculum that substitutes for T001 if student qualifies under an IEP.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION:
1 Core Credit Required
Note: The following course codes are to be used only when PE is taken for core credit.

Physical Education 1 (P005) 0.25 credit.  (= 30 hours)

Physical Education 2 (P006) 0.25 credit.  (= 30 hours)

Students participate in available Edge classes such as power walking, yoga, ultimate frisbee and basketball.  Credit may be earned outside of school by using Edge passes to the downtown YMCA or participating in an approved sports program.  Students may complete a portion of their hours by doing other prescribed nonphysical activities, such as writing reports after viewing sports games and videos or researching health issues.

OTHER PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Fitness for Life - PE  (P017) 0.25 credit.

Internet-based course that may substitute for 0.25 credit required Physical Education. Lessons include exploring nutrition, analyzing newspaper articles for reliable health information, writing about the Surgeon General’s Report, and three health-related webquests and a research-based final project that requires a PowerPoint presentation.

ART/ VOCATIONAL:

1 Core Credit Required

Project-based class using a variety of art forms such as drawing, color studies, two-dimensional and three-dimensional design; includes study of selected artists and discussion of their work within both a personal and historical context.

Note: Art may also be taken for elective credit.  See listing under ART/ VOC. ELECTIVES, p.13.  A student may earn 1 core credit plus 1 elective credit for a maximum of 2 credits of Art.

Art History 1 (A051) 0.5 credit.

Text and video-based exploration of artistic styles within a historical context; begins with a unit on evaluating art, followed by a study of art from the most ancient (Prehistoric) through Roman, early Christian, Gothic and Renaissance periods.

Art History 2 (A052) 0.5 credit.

Continuation of Art History 1.  Study of art from the Baroque and Romantic periods through Impressionism and Modernism up to the present.

Note: Art History 1 and 2 may also be taken for elective credit. See listing under ART/VOC. ELECTIVES, p.13.

Career Strategies (A035) 0.5 credit.

Working through a series of job scenarios, students learn skills that will make them successful employees: how to choose an enjoyable job, how to get hired, how to make tough decisions, and how to get the most from their job.

Note: This course may also be taken for elective credit.  See listing under ART/ VOC. ELECTIVES, p.14.

Student Service Learning 1 (A021) 0.25 credit.

Student Service Learning 2 (A022) 0.25 credit.

Classroom-based, teacher-directed course designed to promote volunteerism. Students identify community values and investigate how those values are played out in community action or inaction.  Next they select a particular value to promote through a community-based project.  After participating in the project; students reflect on their success and recognize what was accomplished.

Note: This course may also be taken for elective credit.  See listing under ART/VOC. ELECTIVES, p.14.  

Student Service Learning Independent 1 (A025) 0.25 credit

Student Service Learning Independent 2 (A026) 0.25 credit.

Student Service Learning Independent 3 (A027) 0.25 credit.

Student Service Learning Independent 4 (A028) 0.25 credit.

Individualized volunteer experience; students earn credit by documenting hours of service, writing a profile of the organization and a summary/ self-evaluation of their experience; they must also be evaluated by their supervisor.

Note: This course may also be taken for elective credit.  See listing under ART/VOC. ELECTIVES, p.14.  

A student may earn a combination of core and elective credit up to a maximum of 2 credits for Student Service Learning, whether classroom based or independent.

Typing 1 (A110) 0.25 credit.

Typing 2 (A111) 0.25 credit.

Mavis-Beacon typing program provides instruction to students at any skill level: beginning students learn the keyboard; all students improve accuracy and speed.  0.25 credit is awarded after each 30 hours of practice if a post-assessment shows improvement.

Vocational Experience 1 (A029) 0.25 credit.

Vocational Experience 2 (A030) 0.25 credit.

Students who work outside of school may earn up to 1 credit of vocational experience.  Each 0.25 credit is equivalent to 80 hours of documented employment up to a maximum of 320 hours.  Students must first complete all required paperwork.  Pay stubs or timesheets must be submitted every two weeks.  In addition, students must complete four chapters in an employability skills text to earn their first 0.25 credit; for additional credit students are required to write a summary/self-evaluation of their work experience.

English Literature & Composition A (L062) 0.25 elective credit.

English Literature & Composition B (L063) 0.25 elective credit.

Students list literary genres and learn literary terms, write a biography of their chosen novel’s author, then read the approved novel keeping a reading log that summarizes each chapter; after reading, students complete activities to show understanding and synthesis; finally they write a book review analyzing the main elements of literature, plot, characterization, setting and theme, and including their own opinion of the book. 

Note: Students testing below 9th grade in Reading may earn 0.5 core credit English Literature & Composition (E030) if they successfully complete both L062 and L063.
Language Standards A (L292) 0.25 elective credit. 

Language Standards B (L293) 0.25 elective credit. 

Direct instruction in grammar, including language mechanics, parts of speech, and sentence construction. Writing instruction includes proper construction of paragraphs, essays, and business letters; practice using the six-traits model. Addresses the needs of students testing below 9th grade level on the Language portion of the TABE M or D form.

SRA Reading A (L201) 0.25 elective credit.

SRA Reading B (L202) 0.25 elective credit.

Advanced reading practice designed to increase comprehension and vocabulary skills using the SRA curriculum.  Includes reading a novel and writing a book review analyzing the main elements of literature: plot, characterization, setting and theme.

CSI/Forensics (L366) 0.25 elective credit.

Students learn about crime scene investigation and forensic medicine using a webquest format.  Topics covered include collecting evidence, fingerprinting, DNA, blood and handwriting analyses, computer forensics, and ballistics identification.

Emerging Character (L214)  0.25 elective credit.

Emerging Character A (L302)  0.25 elective credit.

Direct instruction that encourages students to explore their own values; teaches goal-setting and promotes discussion of the six pillars of good character.

Master Student (L184) 0.5 elective credit.

Study skills course emphasizing reading and writing skills; step-by-step method introduces strategies for gathering and organizing information; practice is provided using different styles of tests to improve test-taking ability.

Media Skills (L330) 0.25 elective credit.

Direct instruction on the following topics: media basics; webpage design; multi-media tools including storyboard, video and digital camera; print media including logo development, business promotion/ advertising.
